NOTES

Section 4(2) of the Act provides that:

An Application for an occasional trading permit shall be made not less than 30 days before the first day on which it is intended to engage in occasional trading to which the application relates.

Section 4(3) of the Act provides that: 

An occasional trading permit shall contain such conditions (if any) as the Minister may determine. The Minister has determined that occasional Trading Permits will specify the following conditions:-

(a)         Occasional trading shall not be engaged in pursuant to this permit

(b) later than 6.30pm on any Saturday, Sunday or Public Holiday

(c) after 9pm on any Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday or Friday.

The fee for the permit is €95.23 for the first day plus €31.74 for each additional day or part of a day on which it is proposed to engage in occasional trading at the same venue i.e. €95.23 for one day, €126.97 for two days etc.  The fee may be paid in cash or by cheque/ bank draft/postal order/money order which should be crossed and made payable to the Accountant, Department of Enterprise, Trade and Employment. Cheques are not regarded as payment until they have been cleared and if applicants wish to have permits issued without delay, fees should be paid in cash or by any other means which guarantees payment. On no account should cash be sent through the post.

A person who gives false information in relation to an application for the grant of an occasional trading permit shall be guilty of an offence.
